Notes for Applicants 

Please read the following points carefully before completing and submitting a Kimmage DSC application form. It is essential that you follow these procedures, especially if applying from outside Ireland

1. Application form The applications form must be completed in full and should be returned electronically or by post/courier to: The Applications Office, Kimmage Development Studies Centre, Kimmage Manor, Whitehall Road, Dublin 12, Ireland. Please attach a further sheet of paper if you do not have sufficient space. Applicants to the post graduate /MA  programmes (MA Development Studies or the MA in Dryland Policy)  are also required to complete an ‘Additional postgraduate application form’. Applicants to the BA must also complete and submit a form entitled ‘BA Portfolio Questions’ which is required for assessment of your prior learning (see KDSC policy on the Recognition of Prior Learning). If you are applying online these documents must be sent with, or shortly after, submission of the application form. Your application will not be processed until all necessary documents are received.  

2. Transcripts/Certificates: Copies of certificates or a transcript of College/University/Seminary studies should be sent with the application form. Any evidence of further training or study since you completed formal education should be enclosed. Please note that originals will not be returned. 

3. Photograph:  Please attach one recent passport sized photograph to your application.

4. English language:  English is the language of instruction at this College. A high standard of efficiency in the language (a minimum overall score or 5.5 in IELTS, or 173 in computer tested, is usually required to show capacity for study at Bachelors Degree, and a minimum overall score of 6.0 in the case of the post graduate / MA programmes)  is required for successful participation in the programme. For non native speakers please attach details of any English language certification test you have taken, eg. IELTS or TOEFL.

5. Part-time option:  It is possible to attend the programme on a part-time basis under the ACCS (the Accumulation of Credits and Certification of Credits Scheme) mode. Please contact the Centre for details of options available

6. Referees:  Two references are required to support your application. Please write on the application form their names and addresses. Reference forms are supplied with the Application form for you to give to your referees. These should be returned by the referee to you in a sealed envelope, signed on the seal, and should then accompany your application.

7. Funding:  Responsibility for your financial support while attending the course rests on you, the participant. Your employer(s) may undertake to approach a funding agency on your behalf. The application procedures pertinent to the agency should be followed. The Centre may be able to supply information to help you with a funding request to certain agencies when you have applied and told us about you work experience, etc.

8. Visa Requirements: Please note that the Kimmage DSC will only provide international applicants accepted for admission to the Kimmage Development Studies programme with a formal letter for Irish student visa application purposes when tuition fees have been paid in full and evidence of funding has been sent to the College.  Please see: http://www.inis.gov.ie/en/INIS/Pages/Applying%20Online 
with supporting documentation submitted through an Irish Embassy or Irish consulate in the applicant’s home country, or if resident elsewhere, through the nearest Irish Embassy

9. Accommodation: This centre can arrange self catering accommodation for you on campus or near to the College once your funding has been confirmed. Please contact the Centre for further details.

10. HETAC (National examination):  You will be advised on your eligibility to sit for either the BA or Graduate Diploma or MA examinations when your full details (including evidence of previous studies) have been submitted to the Applications Office.

11. Commencement: Please note that all Development Studies programmes offered by KDSC usually begin during the second last week in September of each year. This is important to consider when applying for funding, which can be a lengthy process. On the application please indicate which year you are applying for.

12. Medical health Following confirmation of your funding, and before final admission and registration on to any programme  can be made, the Centre will require a current certificate of medical health. This must be signed by a Doctor stating that you are available free from any illness that would impede cours your attendance at, and completion of the 9 month
